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Change of Residence Status for Working in Japan/Job Hunting
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Those who are going to stay in Japan after graduation for Oworking / @job hunting are required
to change the residence status. (Handbook for International Students P.9 — P.10)
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Which residence status you get depends on what kind of activities you are going to do after
graduation. If you have job offer, you can apply for change of residence status from January. GSO
can not apply for you so that please ask the Regional Immigration Bureau or Personnel Affairs of
the Company.

Required documents are a Certificate of (Anticipated) Graduation, a Copy of Appointment
Letter, or a Copy of Employment Agreement. For additional information, please ask the Regional
Immigration Bureau or Personnel Affairs of the Company.
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You can apply for the residence status; Designated Activities (Period of stay; 180 days)
